            For several years, God has given me an interest that progressed into a desire that is becom-
ing a passion for the music ministry at Faith – a praise band!  What God has been doing in my heart 
has been recently confirmed as I simply put out some publicity through the newsletter, bulletin, and 
projected announcements in the worship center and have had an overwhelming response of people 

desiring to use their musical gifts and talents for the Lord!   

 

            I must take a step back and tell you about what happened about 4 years ago.  My heart was to 
begin a praise band at Faith, there was some interest, and even some practices.  It didn’t take very 
long for me to see that I didn’t have the musical knowledge and ability required to lead a team of musi-
cians like that and for God to show me that it just wasn’t the time for this ministry at Faith.  It’s hum-
bling to ―fail‖ (as some would say it) in an aspiration, especially when you believe you are doing some-
thing for the Lord.  However, that seed in my heart has never died, but the Holy Spirit has nurtured it 
and it is now in full bloom.  My question for the Lord over this period of time has been, ―If you want me 
to begin a praise band ministry at Faith, I need a leader, a drummer, a group of talented musicians 
whose heart & passion is to use the gifts You’ve given them at Faith – but where are they?‖  It’s hard 
to WAIT ON THE LORD, which is encouraged and instructed to us in His Word, the Bible, from Gene-
sis to The Revelation.  Now, in ―due season‖ and ―for such a time as this‖, God has provided and is 
creating a beautiful team to support the primary mission of our church, which is ―assisting people in 
connecting to God‖, and in this case it’s in the area of our praise and worship through music.  All of 

the pieces are coming together and I can’t wait to introduce you to the members of the band!  

 

            You will soon be seeing additional instruments on the platform in the worship center as we 
begin practicing.  Most of the musicians have their own instruments and God has already provided a 
drum set that will belong to the church.  I’m not sure when God will prepare us and release us to share 
His work through the praise band.  In the meantime, would you pray for us as we begin to practice, 
develop new relationships both personally and musically as a team, seek God for continued direction 

in every aspect of the music ministry?  Thank you in advance for your prayers and support!
